The 6-month internship
The 6-month internship is compulsory for B.A. students 
and serves as a professional education module as well as an 
integral part of the study program with the following aims:

Therefore, the requirements for potential internship positions 
are very demanding. It is especially important that the students 
are fully integrated into the day-today business of your organi-
zation. They should work full-time and independently, either on 
their own or integrated into team structures. Additionally, they 
should be given their own areas of responsibility consisting of 
demanding tasks designed to expand their practical skills.
